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1. ABSTRACT

Please use these instructions as a template for your manuscript and then convert to .pdf format. Please use your paper number and category letter as a filename e.g. 101DEN
2. INTRODUCTION
The conference proceedings will be published as a CD-ROM with search capabilities. Although papers will be peer reviewed and may be returned to authors for revisions before publication, initial submissions should be made in final format assuming that no revisions will be necessary.

3. PAPER LENGTH AND SIZE

The manuscript should not exceed 6 pages in length including all text, figures, and tables. The paper size should be A4 (8.27” x 11.69”). Papers should be typed single space and fit within the margins of this document.
4. TYPE FACE


​Text should be in Times New Roman 12 point as shown on this page. 

5. FORMAT

5.1 Paragraphs

Text should be both left and right justified. Paragraphs should not be indented. A single blank line should be placed between the previous section and the headings. Also a single blank line should be placed between paragraphs in the same section.

5.2 Headings

Major headings should be typed in capital letters. Provide a double blank line between the previous section and the major heading. Subheadings should be typed in upper and lower case. Headings should not be underlined or bold faced.

5.3 First page

The title should be in capital letters. The name(s) of the author(s) should be in upper and lower case and located centred below the title with a three-line separation. A short, one paragraph abstract should follow, leaving three blank lines between the name(s) of the author(s) and abstract heading. The current title and affiliation of the author(s), including address, should be stated in a footnote at the bottom of the page. A short horizontal line should separate the footnote from the text. Do not number the pages.
5.4 Equations

Most word processing software permits the typing of mathematical symbols and equations and this feature should be utilised. Equations should be centered and referenced with a number shown in brackets flush right of each equation.

6. FIGURES AND PHOTOGRAPHS

Good quality copies of graphs or line drawings will be accepted. Lettering used in figures should be large enough to be readable at 75% reduced size. Figures and should be high quality and placed near the location where they are first described. Provide a caption and “Fig.” number for each figure or photograph. Please make sure that all images are embedded in the file submitted and not linked to other files.
7. UNITS OF MEASUREMENT

S.I. units must be used, alternatives may be given in brackets.

8. REFERENCES

References should be listed in the order in which they appear in the text. Names of the authors should be listed by last name followed by first and second initials as shown in the example below. Title should be given in upper and lower case. Page numbers of referenced books, journals and proceedings should be included.

9. SUBMISSION OF MANUSCRIPTS

Then attach the file to your email and in the subject line place the paper number and topic letter and the words “manuscript submission” (e.g. “149D manuscript submission”).
